In the past year, this has included: a $500 top up to 
our self-funded bursary fund to allow us to increase the amount of the bursary in future; a $500 
bursary awarded from this fund; $250 to support the student “Rise and Shine” breakfast 
program; $504 for the student emergency fund (S.A.F.E.). Most of the remainder is used to 
cover expenses to keep you informed of our activities (e.g. printing and website), cards and 
mailing expenses, luncheon expenses not covered by lunch fees collected, and presenter 
honorariums.
